PROGRAMMING UPDATE—In light of the recent WI Supreme Court Ruling, we 
find ourselves without any legal guidance on how to safely navigate our current 
pandemic.  Although the “Safer-At-Home” order was overturned, nothing changed 
related to the safety concerns regarding COVID-19. Our elders debated many 
courses of action for our congregation.  Ultimately, we felt that keeping our family 
safe required caution and that reopening was not an urgent need.  So, we  
decided to remain with an online-only worship service through at least the 
next two Sundays (Today and June 7). This means all our programming will 
continue via Zoom or our website. After June 7th, we will reevaluate and let you 
know the plan for the following three weeks of June. In planning and thinking 
about that eventual reopening, we highly value your opinions and thoughts.  To 
that end, we prepared a simple survey that we would very much appreciate you 
taking the time to complete.
