Paul writes the church in Corinth, saying, “Now I appeal to you, brothers and 
sisters, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you be in agreement 
and that there be no divisions among you … for it has been reported to 
me … that there are quarrels among you.”  Like the first Christians, we too 
struggle to be united with each other and with Christ.  Therefore, we join our 
voices in our prayer of confession.

Lord Jesus, we acknowledge that we are quick to divide from our fellow 
Christians.  Often our divisions are over unimportant topics, opinions and 
preferences.  Sometimes our divisions are rooted in history we no longer 
even remember.  We separate not only from other denominations and 
congregations; we separate from individuals and friends and even family.  At 
our times of greatest self-focus, we even stand apart from you.
Forgive us for our disunity.  Equip us by your Holy Spirit to be in agreement, 
so all our relationships might be drawn back together and back to you.
