In his letter to the Corinthians, Paul says, “When you come together as

a church, | hear that there are divisions among you ... when you come
together, it is not really to eat the Lord’s supper ... Do you show contempt for
the church of God and humiliate those who have nothing?” As Paul rebukes
his church for their divisions, so we recognize that we have not been united
in Christ this week. Before we come to the Table this morning, let us make
together our prayer of confession.

*Prayer of Confession:

Holy Spirit, you live within us to unite us to each other and to Christ. But we
have chosen division over unity and judgment over grace. Forgive us for
living into our worldly behaviors while coming before you and the Table at
which you preside.

Today we remember that there is no male or female, Jew or Greek, slave or
free, but all are one in the Lord Jesus. Unite us again around your Table, and
make our identity in Christ the foundation for all other aspects of our earthly
lives.
